Program Age Level Requirements:  
Daisy:  4 activities – one from each category and one from any category you chose
Brownie: 4 activities – one from each category and one from any category you chose
Junior: 6 activities – two from each category 
Cadette & Senior: 7 activities – two from each category and one from any category you chose
Learn:
1. Learn about other forms of public transportation, such as buses, subway systems, airplanes, etc. 
2. Learn railroad terminology. What do these words mean?
3. Learn the history of railroads in Texas.
4. Learn how riding a train or bus reduces your carbon footprint.
5. Find out about three careers associated with railroads.
6. *Learn railroad safety by playing two of the following games: Railroad Safety Bingo, Simon Says, To Do or Not To Do, and Longest Railroad.
Do:
1. Ride a train.
2. Visit three railroad crossings and sketch what you see. Include safety installations, signs, fencing, pavement markings, road hazards, etc.

3. Figure out how to get from your house to another location using only buses and trains.
4. Go to a model train store or visit a train museum.
5. *Make a diorama of a train station that includes important transportation safety factors including signs, pavement markings, and road hazards.
6. Figure out how long it takes a train to stop…
Share:
1. *Design a poster about rail safety. Display this poster at your school or a local business.

2. Create a song, poem, or skit about rail safety.

3. Design a sign to keep kids off of the railroad tracks.

4. There are many legends or folktales about trains. Read some stories involving trains, then write you own story to share about trains and safety.

5. *Create a comic strip about trains. 
6. Film or record a public service announcement for your community about rail safety.
